RESOLUTIONCONSENTINGTO THE CITY OF SHARON
PROVIDINGFIRE PROTECTIONTO CITIZENSOUTSIDE
THE TERKITORIALLIMITS OF THE CITY OF SHARON
ON AN INDIVIDUALBASIS

WHEREAS, Tennessee Code Annotated Section 6-54-601(c) provides
that:

"c) Any incorporatedcity or town may provide fire protectionto
citizensoutside the territoriallimitsof the municipalityon
an individualcontractualbasis wheneveran agreementhas been
made for the extensionof that serviceby the legislativebody
of the municipalityand the legislativebody of the county in
which the fire protectionis to be provided.",and

WHEREAS, the City of Sharon, Tennessee, provides such fire
protection outside its territorial limits on an individual contract-
ual basis, and desires to continue to provide such service, and

,;

WHEREAS, in order to be in compliance with Tennessee Code Anno-
tated Section 6-54-601 (c), the City of Sharon has requested that the
legislative body of Weakley County, Tennessee, give its consent to
the continuation of such fire protection service by the City of
Sharon, and

WHEREAS, the legislative body of Weakley County, Tennessee, does
not provide fire protection services to the citizens of Weakley County
and believes it to be in the best interest of the citizeis of Weakley
County for the City of·.Sharbn . : to continue to provide such services
outside its territorial limits according to its policies and procedures.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commission-
ers of Weakley County, Tennessee, assembled in regular session on the
19th day of October, 1987, that until further notice, it is agreed,
pursuant to Tennessee Code Annotated Section 6-54-601(c), that the
City of Sharon, Tennessee, may continue to provide fire protection to
citizens of Weakley County, Tennessee, outside the territorial limits
of the City of Sharon, on an individual basis according to the policies
and procedures of the City of Sharon.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this resolution shall become effect-
ive immediately upon its passage, the public welfare requiring it.
